We are careful to give Him 
the praise and honour for anything we accomplish.  On Mother’s Day we had an outdoor baptismal 
service.  Six precious people followed the Lord in baptism.  Among the six baptized were two ladies 
from Iran.  Our Persian Ministry continues to see fruit that abounds. One interesting side note is that 
this baptism took place in a church member’s hot tub. I must say this was a first for us. 
 
On the second Sunday of June, our church celebrated its nine-year anniversary. We delivered 
15,000 invitations for this special day. There were over 20 visitors, and we had people attending 
from 30 different countries. The Lord blessed with our second-highest attendance of 195.   
 
This summer we have seen many first-time visitors. The past two Sundays we have had 17 visitors. 
What an encouragement this is as we continue to knock doors in our community, and the Lord 
always brings the increase.  In the last three Sundays, five adults have been saved in the Sunday 
services—two Persian ladies, an Italian young man, a Korean lady, and last but not least, a 
Canadian young man. Vancouver is a mission field within itself.
